Around the World

Stand in a line or semi-circle facing teacher.  Start on teacher’s

right hand side.  Child on left is the “challenger.”  Only answer is called out (“6”, not “3+3=6”).  Whoever wins challenges the next child.  The winner moves on, the other stays put.  The object is to get all the way around and back to your spot.  (Therefore winning against each person in the line)  Each time someone is stopped, they start from that new position.  Original spots don’t count once the game is going.

This can be used as a quick review of math facts with flash cards.

Store-bought or self-made both work.  Self-made allows the teacher to stress those facts that the class needs to practice.

If you have someone who always wins, set him/her up as the fact holder with a small group who needs help while you work with the rest of the class.
