Before and After

Materials needed:  4 sets of number cards 1-12
Players:  2

Explain that the cards run from 1-12 just like the clock so before 1 comes 12 and after 12 comes 1.
Directions:  Shuffle cards.  Deal 6 cards to each player.  Players put their cards face up in front of them.  Two cards are dealt face up between the players and the extra cards are placed off to the side of those cards. 

First player plays any card that comes before or after the center cards by placing his/her card on top of the pile.  
Player one continues until no more plays are possible, then he/she replaces the used cards with new ones from the extra cards deck.  He/she may play any of the replacement cards and then replace them again and so on.  Once he/she is out of plays, it is the second players turn.  Players should be watching and helping in case their partner misses a play.

Example:  center cards 3 and 7

Player one plays his 4 on the 3 and then his 3 on top of his 4.  He replaces his cards with an 8 and a 1.  He then plays his 8 on the 7 and replaces that card with an 11.  His turn is now over.

If there is a point where there is no play to begin a turn, the player can change the two piles by using the top two cards in the extra cards deck.  If there is still no play, it is the other player’s turn.

The player with the least amount of cards at the end of the game wins.
