Buzz
1.  Choose a number from 3-9.  This is the BUZZ number.
2. The first student starts counting with 1.  Play continues with each player saying the next whole number or BUZZ.*

*A player must say BUZZ instead of the next number if:

  a. the number is the BUZZ number

  b. the number is a multiple of the BUZZ number

  c.  the number has the BUZZ number in it
Example:  BUZZ number is 4

Play should proceed like this:  1,2,3, BUZZ, 5,6,7, BUZZ, 9,10,11, BUZZ, 13, BUZZ, 15, BUZZ, and so on.
3.  If a player makes a mistake, the next player must correct that mistake.  

Example:  …5,6,7,8 ,  teacher says stop or no and the next player corrects by saying BUZZ, not 9, if he misses, the next player needs to correct and say BUZZ. - makes paying attention essential.
4.  Try to get to 100.  If you only have a few minutes - try to get to 30 or 50, etc.

Easier variation: Only use BUZZ for the numbers that have the BUZZ number in them.  This way children who have not learned multiples yet can practice counting on, listening, and paying attention.
Example:  1,2,3,BUZZ,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,BUZZ,15,16,17,18,19,20,

21,22,23,BUZZ and so on.  Try to get to 100 if you have the time.
Tougher variation:  Distinguish between the BUZZ multiples and the numbers that just have the BUZZ number in them. Say BUZZ for the multiples and BIZZ for the numbers that have the BUZZ number in them  If the number is a multiple and has the number in it, you say BIZZ-BUZZ.

Example: 1,2,3,BIZZ-BUZZ,5,6,7,BUZZ,9,10,11,BUZZ,13,BIZZ,15,
BUZZ, 17,18, 19,BUZZ,21,22,23,BIZZ-BUZZ,25,26,27 and so on.
