Complements of 10
Chant the complements or partners of 10 as a class.

   0+10=10, 1+9=10, etc.  This helps those who are not ready to answer individually to blend in while hearing the correct answers.
Do this until you feel the class is ready for individual games.

Go around the classroom asking individual students to finish the fact:  6+ pause= 10.  The student fills in 4 while you pause.  If the child doesn’t know, tell him/her the answer so all hear the correct response.

Once the above has become easy, just tell the class that you will give them a number and they need to give you the complement or partner as quickly as they can.  If the response takes too long, move onto the next player.  This keeps the game moving and doesn’t spotlight the children who don’t know the answers.

I used this as a waiting in line game and also any time we had a few extra (?) minutes.
