Number Squeeze
Materials Needed:  number line 1-10

                               Number line 1-30

                               Tape measure

                                Pennies, chips etc.

1.  Choose a secret number (children should write it down where their partner can not see it so they don’t forget or change it during the game.)

2.  Say “My number is between 1 and 10, can you guess it?”  Place pennies or chips on the 1 and the 10.

   Example:  secret number is 7

    1st guess:  4 -that number is too small – move the left penny to the 4.

    2nd guess:  9 – that guess is too big – move right penny to the 9

    3rd guess:  2 -  remind child that the number will be between the pennies and let him/her guess again
     4th guess:  6 – that guess is too small – move left penny to the 6 – now the only guesses left are 7 and 8 

      5th guess – 7 – you guessed it! Or 8 – too big – move penny and 7 is the only choice left.

This game can be played on the board using index cards taped to rulers to “squeeze the number” or using holiday shapes in place of the cards.
