What’s My Number?
Usually played while lined up or whenever I find 3-4 minutes not already claimed.  No materials needed.

1.  Define “digits” as the symbols that make up numbers.  Give examples of 1-digit and 2-digit numbers.
2.  Caution students to listen, follow directions and only raise hands with the answer after they hear the question “What’s My Number?”

3.  Give 3 or 4  +/-/x/÷ directions in the beginning then work up to 5 or 6.

  Example 1: Take the number 4 (pause)    4

                   Add 3 (pause)                       4+3=7

                   Add 6 (pause)                       7+6=13

                   Add those digits (pause)       1+3=4

                   What’s My Number?                  4

Example 2:  Take the number 9               9

                    Double it                             18

                    Multiply those digits           1x8=8

                    Add 9                                  8+9=17

                    Add those digits                  1+7=8

                    Subtract 1                           8-1=7

                    What’s My Number?                7  

4.  I usually try and go back over how we got to our answer so sometimes I write out some problems in advance, especially if I’m working with older students, so I don’t have to remember what I just asked them!  

5.  The students get better with practice, and the game helps with their listening skills as well as their computational skills.
